While walking the trails, we looked at carpenter ants, frogs, several dragonfly species as well as spiders.  The Gulf Fritillary butterflies were out in great number, nectaring on the mikania and morning glory flowers.  The most exciting find was the stand of Cassia obtusafolia near the bridge--a couple of Sleepy Orange were laying eggs, Cloudless Sulphurs were zigzagging around with the Gulf Fritillaries and a Little Sulphur was bobbing along the path.  Peter noticed the large colony of ant lions near the sign by the bridge.  It was fun to watch the ant lion larvae kicking the dirt out of their funnel ant traps.  At the end of our hike, a Tawny Emperor blessed us with its presence flitting around the hackberry trees.
